
Square Knot 
 

 
 

Tie together the ends of two ropes of equal diameter. 
 
 

Bowline 
 
 
 

Fixed loop that will not slip  
and is easy to untie. 
 
Rescue knot. 



Clove Hitch 
 

Tie rope to a spar. 
 
Traditionally used with  
lashings. 
 
Easy to untie. 
 
 
 

Constrictor 

 
Like a clove hitch that stays tied! 
 
Can be hard to untie if you pull too tightly. 



Sheet Bend 
 
Used to tie together the ends 
of ropes of different 
diameter. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Double Sheet Bend 

 
Use if ropes are slippery. 
 



Timber Hitch 

 
Tie rope to log for dragging. 
 
Easy to untie. 
 

Roundturn with 2 Half Hitches 
 
Used to fasten the ends 
of a guy line. 
 

Roundturns add friction 
to help hold rope and 
can be added to many 
knots. 
 
 



Butterfly Knot 

Makes a loop in the middle of a rope. 
 

Sheepshank 

 
 

Used to temporarily shorten a rope. 



Pipe Hitch 

Used when lots of grip is needed to pull a stake from 
the ground or for lateral pull on a spar. 
 

Rolling Hitch 

 
Can be loosened easily to take up slack and 
retightened.
